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Introduction1.

Field seminars were introduced in 1993 to supplement training activities by
providing a greater opportunity at any one time given to those who are
willing to acquire simple practical knowledge on Social Forestry. This is
because the facilities in the Training Centre are limited, accommodating only
30 participants per time. Also chance is provided to those who have a
greater workload at home and would find it difficult to spend two weeks at
the Centre, but would not find it a problem to spend a day out of their daily
activities to attend the seminar. Those who do not meet the criteria on

language also benefit from this event, those who also have a problem in
getting fare to attend the course also benefit from the event because it does
not involve any cost and is within easy reach.

This year the event took place at Ndooa in Mutitu division in Kitui district.
The event took place on 27^ February 1997. This is the 5^ Field Day

Seminar since the inception of such events in 1993. The l^t one was held at
Mathima (Kitui) in 1993, the 2*^^ at Katse (Mwingi) in 1994, the 3^^ at

Kanyangi (Kitui) in 1995, the 4*^ at Thitani (Mwingi) in 1996 and the 5* in
Ndooa in Kitui district.

The objective of the field seminar is to train a greater number of participants
on simple and basic practical knowledge and techniques in the location, out
of the Traininh Centre and promote Social Forestry Activities in semi-arid
lands as a whole.

2. Location

Preliminary Arrangements

The initial step was on the decision concerning the division to be selected
and it was agreed unanimously by the training team that Mututi was the
place. The second task was to identity the area that woixld be suitable for
the event. Thus a trip was made and different sites visited. Zombe

Polytechnic, Zombe Primary, Zombe Chiefs Camp and Ndooa Chiefs Camp
were visited and each of the sites assessed on various factors such as tree

cover for shade, slope of the area, storage facilities, security room for
exhibitions, facilities such as toilets, accommodation among others. After
the unecessary consideration, after the visit, Ndooa Chiefs Camp was
selected as the most suitable.

The area borders are Garrisa to the East, Mutomo division to the South
Kitui to the South West and Mwingi to the North. It is situated about SOKm
from Kitui town.

withThe climate of the area is hot and dry during most times of the year
the exception of the two rainy seasons. The vegetation comprises mainly

drought resistant trees such as indigenous Acacias, Comphora, Balanaites,

Ephorbia and others both natural and planted.

The Chiefs Camp is about 81Km from Kitui town and about 30Km from
Zombe Market Centre.

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3. Date

4. Publicity

A lot of pubhcily and propaganda was required for the success of such an

event. This was done mainly by use of advertisement posters which were

distributed by the locational chief at various strategic points. Information
on the same was also passed over to the Divisional Forest Officer and the
Divisional Agricultural Officer.

A total of 40 advertisement posters was issued and distributed by the Forest
Extension Officer, Social Services Officer, the Chief, the Agricultural Officer
and the Headteachers of Schools.

5. Materials

Preparations and equipment was based on the approximate number of

participants expected to attend of 600 people, farmers, teachers,
pupils/students and other interested parties. This was arrived at by the
organizers with the view that the number was too high during the previous
field seminar which made it a bit difficult to handle. A total of 707 people
attended with 12 schools participanted. The seminar went on smooth from
the preparation time to the end of the event. The event
at 4.00p.m. by the D.O Mutito.

7. Venue Choice and Layout

Ndooa was selected after meeting a set of criteria. The area had sufficient

space for displays and presentation. There were plenty of trees that

provided enough shade for those who were making presentations and

In addition, the area can be termed
as being one of the remotest places within Kitui.

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8. Implementation

10. General Remarks
